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	           ICS Conference Travel Awards 


Background for Conference Travel Awards: The ICS aims to advance bladder and bowel science, promote multi-disciplinary continence care, and encourage the development of continence services in less economically developed countries.  Since 2010, the ICS has offered travel awards designed to meet these objectives.  

Principles: The travel award provides exposure to training and career development opportunities at the ICS Annual Scientific Meeting.  In keeping with the objectives of the ICS, priority will be given to members from less economically developed countries (Click here for the Eligible Country list), allied and non-medical health professionals, trainees and recent graduates (less than five years) and those who have not attended a previous ICS meeting.  The Travel Award can only be received once. Each application will be judged on the merits and funding available. The final decision rests with the awards panel. 

Applicants need to be ICS members upon application. Winners of the award then need to be ICS Members for the following year after accepting the award. Applicants must have an accepted discussed abstract. Successful applicants are expected to attend for the duration of the conference including the closing ceremony. All successful applicants must disclose the award when presenting their abstract.   The number of awards and amounts offered vary each year depending on the strength of the applications received, therefore cost-sharing is encouraged. 

The award will cover:
· Conference Registration (this will be arranged automatically by the secretariat)
· Registration for one workshop of your choice(this will be arranged by the secretariat)
· Up to GBP £1000 in financial support to assist with travel and accommodation. The final amount will vary based on the budget supplied i.e. £250 may be awarded.   

Deadline for applications 1 July every year

Reimbursement will occur via the ICS office after the Annual Scientific meeting.  As all applicants will have confirmed their placing in the ICS Scientific Programme before the deadline for this award, it is expected that applicants will self-finance should they not have a successful application.  Withdrawing an abstract after an unsuccessful conference travel award application is not acceptable.
